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Replacing the Batteries

© To prevent corrosion, always remove the batteries when the fimer is not in use for long
periods of fime or when the batteries are low.

o It is recommended that new batteries are installed if you are going away for an extended
period of time. This will ensure that watering continues as programmed.

@ When removing old hatteries ‘PO’ will flash on the display, indicuﬁnﬂ that you have
2 minutes to install the new batteries without losing any programmed data.

o If batteries are removed or fail during a programmed watering session, ensure they are
replaced within two minutes otherwise the timer will not turn off the water.

There are 8 options available

1 - Every day 5 - Every fifth day

For 17 (25mm) taps - attach the tap fimer directly to the tap using the 1" tap
connector.
For 3/4" (20mm) taps - attach the included 3/4" bush directly to the tap, then
attach the tap timer fo the bush.
. Hand tighten until secure. Do not use tools fo tighten. Do not over fighten.
. Attach removable cover by aligning with bracket on front of tap timer. Gently
slide cover onto bracket unfil it clips into place.
